Can you help?

I’m writing you on behalf of a project that is very personal to me. This past spring a very good young friend of ours succumbed to his battle with liver cancer. Mark’s story is a common one among families who have lost a husband, wife, father, mother, son or daughter. “If only they’d known about it earlier”. Such was Mark Dempsey’s case. He was a young, vibrant, conscientious, athletic and all round great guy. He was also a very important member of the regional and national community of paragliding pilots and joyously shared the air with the rest us. His love of the sport was tremendous. 

Out of our respect for Mark, his fight with cancer and the fact that many of us will face this disease, the Hang Gliding and Paragliding Association of Atlantic Canada will initiate an event that will raise money to be streamed through the Canadian Cancer Society to help improve early detection and diagnosis. We would hope that this helps increase awareness, the need for early testing, education and testing equipment.

How can you help?

There are two ways you can participate. On the long weekend in May our Association holds an annual Festival of Free Flight. We will dedicate one day of that event to FLY FOR DISCOVERY.
